CONGRATULATIONS to JCI Kuala Lumpur (West) for
reaching the half century milestone. But to delve into the genesis
of our chapter, it has its origin back in December 1970 on the
formation of a Jaycee Youth (Junior Jaycees) under the patronage
of Junior Chamber Kuala Lumpur.

By 1973, I as the President of the Jaycee Youth together with its
members resolved to form a full fledged chapter Junior Chamber
Ibu Kota (West) in September 1973 and was elected as the Pro-
tem Chairman. In 1974, The Registrar of Societies (ROS) granted
a provisional approval for the chapter to function privately.
Then in late 1975, a full approval was granted with a new name
JUNIOR CHAMBER KUALA LUMPUR (WEST). Then we had
our first installation in our Charter Night on March 7,1976.
From that, everything was history with glorious achievements,
setbacks, successes and growth.

This is the metamorphosis of our chapter from Junior Jaycee
to Junior Chamber Ibu Kota (West) to Junior Chamber Kuala
Lumpur (West). This transformation covered a period from 1970
to today, which is more than five decades.

As a full fledged chapter, we were led by more than fifty leaders
who had magnanimously contributed and sacrificed for the
growth, development and achievement of the chapter to what
it is today.

In this Golden Jubilee, it is in the right perspective that proper
appreciation and acknowledgement be accorded to them. They
had laid the foundation for the chapter by their dedication,
devotion and zeal for their perseverance in overcoming every
adversities. This makes the milestone of half a century possible.

I do hope the present and future leaders will emulate the
contributions, devotion and sacrifice of the past leaders. I do
have high confidence that they will and can. And our chapter
will continue to march into the new era.

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Our History

In December 1970, a group of twenty young people, mainly school leavers, gathered togethér to form the Kuala
Lumpur Junior Jaycees or Jaycees Youth Club. By 1973, the majority of the Junior Jaycees were over 21 years
old. The members demonstrated that they could function independently through the training & experience
acquired during the past 3 years. So instead of being the “Wing” of the Kuala Lumpur Jaycees, a committee was
formed to study the feasibility of forming a new Jaycees Chapter in the city as a Local Organisation. °

A Chapter Was Born

On 30th September 1973 an inaugural meeting was held for the formation of a new Jaycees Chapter, The Jaycees
Ibu Kota (West). JC Tan Kar An was elected as the Protem Chairman & a committee was formed. At the 1973
National Convention, Jaycees Ibu Kota (West) was given provisional affiliation to Jaycees Peninsular Malaysia.
After much hard work to gain full recognition, a provisional permit was granted by the ROS allowing the
chapter to function officially in February 1974. JC Randy Loo was elected as the Founder President in March
1974 in an EGM. The year filled with many activities, like membership recruitment, recreation programs,
fellowship nights, Leadership in Action training course, LOM Officers Training & New Members Orientations.

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On September 23, 1975. The chapter received the certificate of registration
from ROS. Instruction was received to change the Chapter’s name to
Jaycees Kuala Lumpur (West). On 28th May 1975, the Chapter hosted its
1st Presidential Banquet in honor of JCI World President, JCI Sen. Jean-
Cloude Feraud.

On March 6, 1976, the Chapter led by President JC Tan Kar An. We held
a Charter Night graced by our Patron, Datuk Bandar Kuala Lumpur, Tan
Sri Yaacob Bin Abdul Latiff, PSM, JMN, SPMS. 6 members received their
Chartered Certificate - JC Randy Loo, JC Tan Kar An, JC Raymond Yong,
JC Anita Low, JC Christine Ng & JC Grace Seow.

On 6th March, the Chapter led by President JC Tan Kar An and organized the Charter Night to officially use the Chapter’s
1 97 6 name Jaycees Kuala Lumpur (West). The Guest of Honor & Patron Datuk Bandar Kuala Lumpur Tan Sri Yaacob Bin Abdul
Latiff, PSM, JMN, SPMS.

1977 Hosted the Jaycees Peninsular Malaysia Mid-Year General Assembly.

1978 Hosted the 23rd Jaycees Peninsular Malaysia Regional Convention.

1980 Organized the Jaycees Charity Ball in aid of The Selangor Cheshire Home.

1981 Hosted the 6th Jaycees Malaysia National Convention.

1984 In charge of the “Malaysia Night” of the JCI Asia Pacific Conference at Genting Highland.
1986 Organized the International First Earth Run from Kuala Lumpur to Singapore.
